The Japanese Language Program, Tokyo University of Social Welfare is a preparatory program for international
students who want to enter Tokyo University of Social welfare or Other Universities as regular students.
Students are expected to obtain proficiency in Japanese language (especially in reading and writing) which will be
required when they study at Japanese universities. The program also offers students the opportunity to deepen
their understanding of Japan through its social, industrial and cultural phenomena. The program has two academic
semesters and admits students twice a year—spring and autumn. Our experienced teachers will conduct
interactive, discussion-oriented classes for international students, according to each student’s language ability.

2) If the guarantor is not a Japanese national, he/she must have the status of “Permanent Resident”, “Long Term
Resident” or “Spouse of Japanese National.”
